
2nd Grade 4 or 5-30 minute classes

Objective:

1) Students discuss where animals go in the winter and decide on animal(s) to draw. Students will use pencil, sharpie, and colored pencil for their animal. 
2) Students will use oil pastel to add in trees and forest details. 
3) Students will explore various materials including watercolor paint, and materials found in nature.

Essential Questions:

How do artists know when they are done with their artwork?

How do artists choose their materials?
Assessment: 

Students are graded on a 1-4 scale. 1= no effort, sloppy work. 4= exceeded expectations 
Day 1

Anticipatory Set- Ask students what they are learning in their classrooms, What is their IB unit? Ask students where do animals go in the winter?

Read Over and Under the Snow. Ask students again where do animals go in the winter. 

Show teacher sample of project. Model drawing animal, use pencil first outline in sharpie, add texture then use colored pencil to fill in. Check for understanding thumbs up/down/sideways. Release students by clothing color to begin on animal. 

Day 2

Ask what do trees look like in the winter?

Model oil pastels refer back to the illustrations in Over and Under the Snow. Add lots of details. Will it be day time or night in your picture?

Day 3
Model watercoloring. Why would we use watercolor paint for our project? Students work on projects

Day 4
Go outside to collect leaves. Glue on leaves and cut out animals and glue on. 

Day 5
Ask how does an artist know when their done with their art? Students finish artwork and write 2-3 sentence artist statement.
