Essential Question

1. How do sensory qualities and expressive features guide feelings in works of art?

Materials: Paper 9x12, pencil, crayons, watercolor, pens, construction paper, glitter, jewels, yard etc. 

Day 1:

Read- Do you have a hat. Show teacher example. Model how to draw head, neck and face. Students draw themselves with pencil, outline with pen, color with crayon. 

Day 2: Finish self portrait. Watercolor. Begin hat

Day 3: Finish Hat glue onto self portrait. Gallery Walk, students look emotion how did the artist show feeling? What kind of story does their artwork tell?
