Kinder Romero Britto Animals

4/5-30 minute classes 

Object:

1) Students draw their pet or a pet they would like to have using pencil then painting black over pencil lines. 
2) Students think of a story for their pet and what kind of object would help tell that story. Students draw object and paint over with black paint. 
3) Students experiment with effects of rolling a marble in paint then rolling marble on paper to create a unique background. 
4) Students experiment with different shape stamps to add detail to their pet. 
5) Students participate in a gallery walk and discuss how their peers artwork is similar and different. 
6) Students present their artwork and tell a story.

Essential Questions:

How do artists use artwork to tell a story?

How is artwork similar and different?

What is your story?

Materials: Paper 9x12 for pet, 12x12 Background, Scrap for object, Tempra Paint, Marbles and 12x12 container, scissors, glue. 

Day 1

Anticipatory Set :Introduce Bow Tie, Tell a story about Bow Tie. “Bow Tie is my cat and he really likes to play with his toy mouse. Everyday Bow Tie takes his mouse outside and rolls him around in the grass and throws him up in the air. Bow Tie loves his toy mouse.” Look at Romero Animals, talk about simple shapes. “We will be drawing our pets, how many of you have a pet at home? What is your pet? If you don’t have a pet what kind of pet would you like to have?” Model how to draw a dog using simple shapes. What do animals like, Dog-Ball/Stick/Bone, Fish-Bubbles/Castle/Rocks, Cat-Mouse/Fish/Ball, We want our pets to have a story. Model how to draw an object to go with their animal. Students will also have print out examples of cat, dog, fish, bird at their tables. Release students to draw animal in pencil. 

Closure: After clean up ask students to raise their hand if they finished drawing their pet, call on a couple to share what they drew. 

Day 2

Anticipatory Set :Ask students if they remember my story about Bow Tie, what did Bow Tie like? Model how to use black paint to outline our object and animal. Remember Mr. Paintbrush likes to have a nice hairdo! Marble painting station, Mrs. Patrum or I will be working with 4 students on using marbles to paint the back ground while other students are working on animals and objects. 

Closure: After clean up ask students to raise their hand and share what kind of object they chose for their pet. 

Day 3

Model stamps for patterns in our pet and object. Finish marble paintings. Students should be finished will all painting. Might need an extra day.  

Closure: Raise your hand if you finished all of your painting, pet, object and background.

Day 4

Model cutting animal and object out and glueing animal onto background. Students cut out pet and object and glue onto background.

If there is time: Fancy Artists taking a Gallery walk. Get fancy glasses or something. How are artworks similar and how are they different?

Day 5

Model presentation stories with the sample I have created during modeling. Presentations, Students share their artwork and the story of their pets.
